I t is always a pity when there have to be losers, And this 

is even more true when the losers are worthy contend­
ers for the accolade of Pub of the Year. But there can be 
only one winneroftl.1is prestigi(iustitle, and Stockriort & 
South Mant;hester CAM RA m:e proud to award their Pub 
of the Year for 1994 to the Queen's flead in Stockport. 

It is one of the smallest pubs in· the town, ai)cl one of only 
two Samuel _ Smith's houses in the locqlity. Well-k<-:pt Mu­
seum Ale an cl Old Brewery Bitter l';ln be fotincl on the . bar, 
both of which ai-e coinpetitively priced: fhe OBB has gone up 
just 2p in five years, m'! cl remains the best value ':'pint in 
Stotkport, while the Museuni has actually fallen in price. And 
while Samuel Smith's must' be congratulated on their low ]-;;======::::;:::::;:::::;:::::;:=;::;::=:;::::;:::::;:::::;:::::;:::::;:::::;:=:;::::;::; 
prices, it is for the actual f<il:lric of the pub that they deserve 
the most praise. The G6od Beer Guide 1992 described the 
Queen's Head as "a breath-taking rhapsody in .brown." Dark 
polished wood and gleaming bra~s can be found in abun­
dance, with deep reel upho(stery in the re<u' room as the 
perfect complement. 

It is difficult to lwliev ~·. then. that th e pub w;1s· completely 
rrnovated just five ye;1rs ago . Cu:eful collaboration between 
CAM RA, the brewery ;m cl conservationists resulted in the Queen 's 
Head being restored. to its former · glory, wit.h all the original 
featurE's back in place. The' following year it scooped firsfplace 
in C'\MRA's national Pub Design awards. 

But a good pub rweds more than all this. The hard work and 
commitment of the landlord and landlady, David and Paula 
Harris, is what makes a pub like the Queen's Head sornething 
special. Their insistence on getting it right, and makirig the 
customer feel wanted and welcome, leaves a lastingimpression 
on the casual visitOI'. In.addition th eir "hands on" approach is to 
be applauded. You will always find one or other of then,l (or both 
of course) on hand behind the bar. 

In short, the Queen 's Head is a licensed ge!n in Stockport, 
and is "not to be missecl when in the area". Fudher to 1 hat, a 
Pub of the Year' should be· worth crrJssing the country .for, an cl 
this is certainly no exception. hoo,f positive, then, that good 
things come in small ·packages. The presentation. for this 
richly deserved award will take pl<!ce. on Saturday evening, 
March llih, when all ar'e wekonrefor what pr'oniises to he a 
rather special night . ·_. . ·

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New Brewery for Stockport? 

The next two months could see the first new brewety to 
open in Stockport since the demise of Pollards over l 0 
years ago. The unlikely site for this new venture is the 
cellars of Peaches night-club, which occupies the impos­
ing redbrick premises of the old Reform Club on the 
corner of Hillgate, opposite the Gladstone. 

"Richard Cobclens Brewery" is the brainchild of Peaches 
owner John Perkins, who has been active on the Stockport pub 
and club scene for over 25 years- at one time he was the licensee 
of the ill-fated Ups N' Downs when it was the 'top' and 'bottom' 
Wellington. 

At present just one beer, Richard Cobdens Bitter, is bei ng­
produced under licence by Mooi-houses. This is a lig-ht <me! 
refreshingbitter at :-Lii% ABV At presen L there is a sli .~·ht swt-'t'l­
ne ss in the taste although .John told Opening Times that the next 
brew will be fermented out a little longer to make for a drier beeL 
Some equipment has already beeri delivered a mU ohn expects to 
be brewirJg in two months or so. Eventually fr:ur bt'ers will be 
produced wi~hthe bittei:beingjoined by;1 dark mild. a pn·Inium 
bitter an·d a porter. As a newcomer lo the trade.! ohn has also I)(' en 
surprised at the way fellow b1'ewers have been eag-er to olfcr 
assistance (apart that is from a certain brewery not a millionlllilt· 
ciwayl) ·

Even if they wanted a pool tab le it wouldn't tit in . because 
the pub is VERY small - the smallest in th e whole of Manches­
teJ'.

W e didn' tget off to a good start.o n our stagger round tl"~e .City 
centre. The weather was lrlthy !hat eve nrng ot h rday 

November lH!h; strong wind and driving rain. Never mind , into our 
first pub - !he Bulls Head. London l~oad. 

This is a rather pkasant pub whic h is relatively small and 
wedge-shaped . Some nice features included !.he leaded windows, 
pictures of old Manchester and even a pictorial description of bull 
breeds. This has !wen a Burlonwood ou llel for so me yPars (ior­
merly Wi!sons), sadly it. only sells biLlPr- don 'L be fooled by the 
hand pump for mild, it's ke.t;' Most of us though! the be1··r aw:rage. 
ll1is was our first sighting of Christmas decorations' An d may 1 wish 
the barmaid (of undoubted long service) a happy rd irement, ass he 
seemed to be re tiring thaln ight. 

It was dPcided (lime and drinking capac it y be ing take n into 
consideration) to omit Mo nroe's. Waldorf and the pubs in th e 'pink 
quarter' althis stage. So ou! into the rain we wen! alongtoO'Shea 's. 
This is a free housP !hat is part oft he I )ominion Hotel, sited on the 
corner of Whit worth and Princess Streets. Th is was the origi nal 
O'Shea's in the city, but I firmly believe the newer one on Chester 
Street tu be superior. Styled on "Irish Pubs", the theme is echoed in 
the beer range and decor. Food is available and live music is much 
to the fore; in fact, a band was settin.t;-up upon ou r entry. Another 
one-beer pub , this time Tetley Bitter (a bit steep at £ 1.40) . We 
scored it slightly abovP average. 

A short distance away on (;ran by l~owwas our next port of call, 
the BodPubCo's Old Garratt. This is one of th e ir extended range 
oullets, selli ng Boddies. Flowers Original , Pedigree and Pompey 
Royal amongst others on our visiLThe Boddies proved average, the 
Pompey Royal more so and the PPdigree sl igh tly below par. The 
(;arratt has been tlw SUbject offrequentre-fi ts and refurbishments; 
the current offering is pleasing to the eye. Done in "beer hou se" style 
-bare boards. blackboards, various junk, period pict ures, numero us 
busts and s!orwjars abovP the bar. Nice clock set in a neo-(;othic(?) 
pediment loo. 

Next, across to Sackville Street and the Swinging Sporran . 
Th is is an S&N le asP from UMIST, forminglh e gmund floor corner 
of a drab sixties office building. Regular OT readers will be aware 
!hat licensee CliffThorn!on is in the mid dle oi an argument between 
the two parti es aforemenliorwd. Consequently 11!:' is paying a lu di­
crously high rl'nt which is rellected in !he bar prices. I )o notbe pu t 
off, however. as the Theakston beers serwd are in excellent 
condition. Best Hitter was judged good,; XB w;ts better still (vying 

for best oft be evening), whilst Old Peculierwasn'ttried. (N .B well 
cl one to Cliff for havirig keg cider on a KEC font). 

Up to Portland Street next, and Hol t's Old Monkey. Whether 
th is is meantto be a flagsh ip for Holts, I'm unsure, but it is certainly 
uniq ue in the ir estate. Opened just over a year ag·o it occup ies both 
ground and first flo ors of this corner building. Each floor has its own 
bar. Its s ize and popularity mean that it is usually packed. Clientele 
range from office workers, to hardened topers- a veritable melting­
pot, all happily co-existing. 

Halts Mild and Bitter are ava ilable (at usual mana_g·ed house 
prices). Mild was acljuclgecl better than average. bitte r sl ightly 
better. 

Two doors clown we find the classic Circus Tavern . ATetley 
House now designated a "Heritage Pub", and deservedly so . may 1 
say. The Circus i11ust surely be Manchester's smallest pu b. It only 
occupies two small rooms and the corridor of a tiny tPITacecl 
cottage . The whole place exudes character and warmth an d thi s i.s 
helped alo ng by licensee Terry C01·less and hi ·wife. The ve ry small 
bar only dispenses one draught beer -Tetley bitter. This was some 
of th e best beer we were lo judge that night. 

A further two doors clown is the Grey Horse. This small Hycles 
pub is about the same size as the Circus but is of different intemal 
layout. Here it is just one long room with a side bar. Enough 
comment has passed in these pages of! ate about: the new decoration 
for me not to mention it. I clou btwhether this inlluenced beer scores 
on the two beers on sale. Hydes Mild was thought lo be poor; the 
bitter, meanwhile, could only muster average. 

The remainder of the evening was spent in pubs to the east of the 
City Centre, the fi rst of which was th e Castle on Old ham Street. 
Fo ur beers are on year-round sale in th is Rob inso ns house- Hatte rs 
Mild, Old Stock port Bitter, Best Bitter and Old Torn . Only the first 
two were sampled; the Hatters was thought average, but the Old 
Stockport rece ived marks that placed it as the second best beer of 
the nigh t. Even without these sco res the Castle m us! easily be the 
best pub on Oldham Street. The original tiled front of !he build ing 
welcomes you into the bar, with two further rooms off a co rridor. 

A sho rt walk through Stevenson Square brought us to our 
penul timate pub , Whitbreacl 'sCrown & Anchor on Hillclll Street. 
This is now clubbed a "Beer Engine" -a multi-beer ale house . In truth 
this has been the case at this pub fo r many years; Dave Glass (now 
ofthe Queens in Cheelham) starting off the pub on its current !rend 
some years ago . The beer range varies bul there are always s ix or 
so on sale at any lime. We sampled Fuggles Chocolate M ilcl which 
scored very highly andTaylors Landlord whose scorPs varied wildly 
from poor to superb; a comment made was that it was "loo cold". 

The last pub, the Jolly Angler on Ducie Street. was reach ed 
after a stifffive-minute walk. A Hydes oullel, it sells Light and Bitter. 
The Light scored high ly, but the Bitter was judged outstand ing ­
beer of the stagger! What more need be said of th is supe rb pub? It's 
defini tely not the building- it's fairl y ordinary and uninspi ring . It

If 
you're going to the pub on. foot, they told us. make sure you don't 
overindulg~. Apparently a third of all adult pedestrians killed in road 
accidents are over the legal limit fo r driving. But that's hardly 
surprising, consideriqg t,hat itrepresents ·a pretty small amount of 
alcohoL What J:iroportion ofthetotal number or pedestrians are over 
that limi t? 

It's astonishing to be addressed in such a patronis ing manner 
when yoi.I think you're doing your bit as a responsible citizen by 
leaving the car at home and walk ing to the pub. What wi ll we see 
next? Breath testsforpedestrians?People arrested for being drunk 
in charge of a pair of shoes? . Il~an't believe the police don 'l have 
better things to do with their time. 

*** We're now seeing guest beers appear in large numbers in big 
brewery pubs where you would never have believed them possible 
five. or six years ago. But why is it that,sn often, "guest lwer'' seems 
to be taken as meaning "strong bitter". and nothing else' I was 
recently in .the Old Mill at Cheadle Hulme where, in a ran.ll'e or six 
beers, there were no dark beers at all. and apart from the standard 
Tetleys, nothing weaker than 4.5%Al3V. 

While the likes of Old Speckled Hen . Royal Oak and l'endle 
Witch are all fine brews, stich a range doesn't begin to do justice to 
the vast Sj)ectrum of beer styles..now available. Why no stout:s and 
porters; which have mad e a great comeback in rece nt yPars? Why 
no old ales, or milds? And why is it so rare to see an ord inary bitter 
of 4% or less as a guest beer? Also , quite apart from rhe issue or 
choice, is the lack of a normal-strength alternative a responsible 
idea iq pubs where many customers arrive by car? 

* * * So-called hospitality received over the fe:tiw st'aso11 in the 
course of fam ily duties has reinforced n IY beliefthat canned "wicket" 
beers have a taste and texture hard to distinguish from stalt' 
dishwater. l' i11 baffled by th e number of :uppo:edly disctoming 
people l ·n'leet who express the belief that thi, : lull repn·sen ls a 
major advance in packaged beer techiwlo.gy. Have they bePn conned 
by the advertising? Do theyjudge a beer by its look alone? r:ar fmm 
being an improvement over what wen t before, "widgets" are act u­
ally markedly worse- in terms of both flavour and moulhfeel- than 
theh~tter qualityconventional bottled and canned beers.

Rather than co ncen­
trating on genuine health issues this self-important bodv insistt'd on 
bangi·ng on in a nannyish way abou t th e importancP of drinkers 
sticking to ltidkrous "1i1aximtim" safe limi ts of21unit s a week for 
men arid 14 for women, even :when it became clear I hat t lwst·· had 
been scientifically discredited.

T he Tufn'Shive, Heaton Chapel has been on the re­
ceivin~ end of some harsh criticism in these pages 

before now. But the fact remains that it sells some of the 
best .beer in 'the vicinity, and has live music regularly. As 
such a R'n'B article must be inevitable, and when I heard 
that two decent local bands were on I made sure I got 
there early.

A r~uige of ca~k alt'~ .~Tee!;; the cu~tomers as they walk 
through the door. and while it is a predominantly 'vVhitb reacl 
range , theY,do offe r more than most. Taylor~ Landlmcl was th e 
first _-choice, ailcl very good it was !no. T he four hanclpumps 
near the l;>ar wet'e not operational. but all the beers displayed 
wet·e available 'to tlw rear. 

1t is a rare (and pleasant) ~ i ght to ~ee a pub so full of 
people so early in the ewning. And it looked fair to get ft,ll er. 
which leads neatly into the next pin t. Full ers London l't·icl e , 
advertised a~ being 'now on '. gained fav ourable repor ts fm m 
all quarters. Unfortun ately a fi ve-~econcl-per-son_g soundcheck 
detract~ Jrom the a!m(>sphere. but we _got the impn:·ssion we 
were _gc'>in,t:-to get something goocl . 

. Wi!l"jOUt warning, Hangnail appeared "udden ly from 
nowhere . and kicked off with a funk y pun ky version of Blur's

Best Bitter wottld not -be the first that came to mind. 

In Gorton; the Angel h~s replaced handpumped Stones 
Bitter with Tetleys - not only is 'the beer considerably better, 
it's a fe.w pence cheaper too. Nearby at the Vale Cottage, 
Wilsons Bitte~ is now available 'On hand pump, 1'eplacing the 
keg version previously sold. · 

In Hulme, the real ale at tlw Unicorn is now hand pumped 
Holts Bitter rather than Tetleys - all the more reason to vi sit 
this perfectly decent little pub; which yo u will -fin d tucked 
away near Marst<ins' Mancunian . In Longsight the Mad 
Hatter has been renamed the Huntingdon - apparently it did 
adopt this name immediately after re-opening, but it's only 
recently that it has been prominently di splayed. 

Jn the City Centre , the Victoria on Hard man Street is now 
known as the Rumbarbar (are pub names now allocated by 
the concerns that devise international brand names so as to 
give offence in no known language?) Handpumps have been 
installed but at the time of visiting were not yet in use. The 
range of keg beers suggests a continuing Carlsberg/ Tetley 
tie. Still _ in the Centre, the range at the XXXXX is now Tetley 
Bitter, Greenalls Original ahd a (generally fairly predictable) 
guest. At the Boar(lroom, John Smiths Bitter has been 
replaced by Theakstons XB: however a cask breather system 
is -in use on the traditional beers.
